Young people achieve personal and team goals to develop valuable skills for later life such as teamwork, leadership, problem solving and communication. 
Pupils aged 6 to 18 can experience canoe or trekking based expeditions. These include rock climbing, kayaking, canoeing and wild camping and expeditions include trekking and team-building community and environmental projects or multi-activity residential courses in tented villages, 1-day themed adventure challenges costing just £19p/p, 1 or 2-day in-school activities and gap year survival training courses. These programmes are run throughout the year.
Expeditions to long haul destinations require teams of students aged 15-18 to work with World Challenge to plan and self fund 4-week journeys to the developing world.  While on expedition, the students will work as a team to manage themselves and their itinerary while the adult leader’s role is that of safety and facilitation.  It is this level of student responsibility that earns this programme the reputation of being the most powerful teambuilding activity a young person can participate in.  Some 5,500 students and teachers successfully complete an expedition to a long haul destination every summer.
Younger students aged 13-16 can be introduced to the expedition world through shorter overseas journeys lasting one or two weeks to destinations closer to home.
Students who participate in a World Challenge adventure activity or expedition will embark on an amazing journey of self-discovery. The life skills they learn will not only aid personal growth, but will help secure university places and impress future employers. World Challenge participants will taste the rigour and inspiration of world exploration, build strong relationships and gain confidence - all the while having the time of their lives!
